	Marshfield Clinic-As of Jan. 1, 2011, entities need to be able to start testing with 5010 format.  What happens then on or after January 1, 2012 if a claim that was initially submitted prior to that date is rejected by the payer…does it get corrected and resubmitted in 4010 format?  Per Greg, submission in 5010 format is based on date of submission, so ALL claims sent to payers on or after 1/1/2012 must be in the 5010 format.   Providers will need to ensure their system or their vendor sends only 5010 starting 1/1/2012.
